 In 1996, the American Sporthorse Quadrille, with team member Jane Escola, past presi-
dent of the CQA, attended the California Quadrille Association’s year-end championships at the 
Watsonville Fairgrounds. Their ground-breaking championship quadrille ride was a success, but 
everyone agreed the venue lacked spectators, quality footing and a special feel desired for a 
Championship Show.  
 
 In 1997, in a combined effort, the CQA and Santa Cruz Chapter of CDS hosted the first 
Coastal Classic — a special show designed to encourage freestyle and quadrille rides to be 
viewed by an audience comprised of dressage enthusiasts as well as the general community. It 
was a major success on all fronts. In the years since, the CQA needed to move its champion-
ships to a later date, but the appreciation of the qualities that make the Coastal Classic unique 
kept it going and growing.

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Dressage…A Br ief Tutor ial 
 

A complex sport that nonetheless stresses the fundamentals, dressage teaches a horse to 
be obedient, willing, supple and responsive. The horse should freely submit to the rider©s 
lightest "aids" or body signals, while remaining balanced and energetic. The object of 
dressage is the harmonious development of the horse in both mind and body, and every 
horse, regardless of its type or use, can benefit from this training. 
 
The graceful movements performed in competition may look effortless, but are the re-
sult of years of training. Dressage requires the horse and rider to combine the strength 
and agility of gymnastics with the elegance and beauty of ballet, and the result is truly 
the best of sport and art. 
 
The highlight of dressage competition is the Musical freestyle in which the rider creates 
and choreographs to music an original ride of compulsory figures and movements. This 
newer element of the sport is now included at Olympic Competition, and in 2003, for 
the first time, an American won the World Cup Final.! 
 
What Are Dressage Basics? 
Dressage principals are solidly based in 3 basic concepts: forward, straight, and calm. 
Training will not progress properly without establishing these basics. 
¨  Forward: The horse©s willingness and ability to move freely forward in all paces and 

throughout all movements. 
¨  Straight: The horse©s ability to remain straight through its body while moving on 

straight lines and evenly bent along curved lines, with equal flexibility and develop-
ment on both sides of the body. 

¨  Calm: The tendency of the horse to be relaxed, submissive and attentive in body and 
mind. 

 
Dressage principals are a logical, step-by-step progression from simple to increasingly 
complex movements. More and more is asked of the horse as it becomes mentally and 
physically ready to respond to these demands. The levels progress from Training level to 
First, Second, etc until the International Levels (FEI) are reached, culminating in the 
Grand Prix. As the horse develops strength, the balance should become increasingly up-
hill.

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Spectator Pointers: 
 
Riding a dressage test requires a great deal of concentration on the part of the horse and 
rider. You will notice that everyone remains silent while the horse and rider are in the 
ring. The following rules will help to ensure that all riders have the opportunity to 
achieve their very best performance. 

¨  Avoid running, shouting or any sudden movements while a horse nearby. 
¨  Applaud only after the rider has completed her  final  salute.  
¨  Please leave dogs at home or in your  vehicle  
¨  Never step inside the ring during the judging. 
¨  Remain in the spectator seating area. Spectators must stay back from the 

white fence surrounding the competition arena. And, while on the grounds,  
always give horses the right of way! 

 

What the scores mean:  
All movements and certain transitions from one to another which have to be marked by 
the judge(s) are numbered on the judge©s sheet. They are marked from 0 to 10, 0 being 
the lowest mark and 10 the highest. The scale of marks is as follows: 
10   Excellent   4    Insufficient 
9    Very Good  3    Fairly bad 
8    Good   2    Bad 
7    Fairly Good  1    Very Bad 
6    Satisfactory  0    Not Executed 
5    Sufficient    
In dressage, a percentage score of 60% represents a satisfactory performance, moving up 
from that score indicates moments that were better, seeing scores into the mid 70%’s 
indicates a ride that had many “good”  elements receiving higher than a 7. The highest 
scores on record have nudged into the 80% s for freestyles, but this is rare. 
 
Following the test, the rider©s individual  movement scores are added up and a final 
score is calculated as a percentage of the possible score that the rider could achieve for 
that particular test. The highest percentage wins the class. The scores and results of the 
classes are posted on boards located near the Secretary’s Stand.
