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This thing called Dressage… 
 

A complex sport that nonetheless stresses the fundamentals, dressage teaches a horse to be obedient, willing, 
supple and responsive. The horse should freely submit to the rider's lightest "aids" or body signals, while 
remaining balanced and energetic. The object of dressage is the harmonious development of the horse in 
both mind and body, and every horse, regardless of its type or use, can benefit from this training. 
 

The highlight of dressage competition is the Musical freestyle in which the rider creates and choreographs to 
music an original ride of compulsory figures and movements. You will see competitors at every level from 
Training to the Olympic level called Grand Prix de Dressage. 
 
What Are Dressage Basics? 
Dressage principals are solidly based in 3 basic concepts: forward, straight, and calm. Training will not pro-
gress properly without establishing these basics. 
¨  Forward: The horse's willingness and ability to move freely forward in all paces and throughout all 

movements. 
¨  Straight: The horse's ability to remain straight through its body while moving on straight lines and 

evenly bent along curved lines, with equal flexibility and development on both sides of the body. 
¨  Calm: The tendency of the horse to be relaxed, submissive and attentive in body and mind. 
 
Just as the young gymnast learns the simple forward roll or balancing on one foot, the young horse must first 
learn to carry itself and its rider in balance on straight lines, through corners, and around circles. Dressage 
principals are a logical, step-by-step progression from simple to increasingly complex movements. More and 
more is asked of the horse as it becomes mentally and physically ready to respond to these demands. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

A Spectator ’s Guide, by Lorraine Hill  
 
Dressage is a much underrated sport to those who don't understand it. One horse after another performing 
the same routine: It may seem a bit like a ''spot the difference'' competition. But if you don't know what 
you're looking for, how can you spot the difference?  
 
So what is Dressage all about? Dressage is a cross between an art and a sport. It is horse and rider achieving 
perfect harmony, performing movements with grace, suppleness, power and precision and can be likened to 
performing a dance routine. It is ballet on  horseback. 
 
Each dressage test is made up of various movements, and horse and rider are marked according to how well 
they perform each movement. The horse should remain fluid throughout, moving forward willingly and with 
purpose, not dragging its heels or going around the arena squealing and kicking! The movements should not 
be jerky or irregular but should seem just to flow from one to the other.  
 
The horse should display suppleness, softness and balance as it moves through bends and circles so that it 
flows through these movements, not turning a circle with its head stuck outwards, unbalancing itself and 
resisting the movement.  
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The horse should be responsive in terms of precision. When asked to move up or down a pace at a 
marker, it should do so willingly and instantly, not argue about the request and do it five strides past the 
marker. After moving up or down a pace, it should immediately start the new pace with willingness and 
regularity.  
 
Throughout the test, horse and rider should appear as one, performing a soft and flowing routine, show-
ing regularity, suppleness and responsiveness. However, there should be a sense of power and energy 
about the horse: 
¨  It performs each movement with strength, showing good positive strides. 
¨  It carries itself and rider with ease. 
¨  It is not merely performing movements but giving each movement the very best that it can. 
 
The horse should not show any unbalance, irregularity, stiffness or resistance. Even a novice spectator 
can spot irregularity in a pace and start to distinguish between horses that perform a soft and powerful 
ballet and those that look more like they are performing a break-dancing routine with jerky movements. 
After watching a few horses and learning the routine, any spectator can start to assess the precision of 
the horses that follow and watch for the willingness or arguments that occur between horse and rider. 
The best way to enjoy dressage as a spectator sport is to become a critic. Understand what horse and 
rider are striving to achieve and watch for mistakes. It is amazing what differences you can see when 
you know what you're looking for.  
 
Spectator  Pointers: 
Riding a dressage test requires a great deal of concentration on the part of the horse and rider. You will 
notice that everyone remains silent while the horse and rider are in the ring. The following rules will 
help to ensure that all riders have the opportunity to achieve their very best performance. 

¨   Avoid running, shouting or sudden movements while a horse is in the ring. 
¨   Applaud only after the rider has completed her final salute. 
¨   Please leave dogs at home.   
¨   Never step inside the ring during the judging. 
¨   Remain in the spectator seating area. Spectators must stay back from the white fence  

 surrounding the competition arena. 
 
What the scores mean: All movements and certain transitions from one to another which have to be 
marked by the judge(s) are numbered on the judge's sheet. They are marked from 0 to 10, 0 being the 
lowest mark and 10 the highest. The scale of marks is as follows: 
10   Excellent   4    Insufficient 
9    Very Good   3    Fairly bad 
8    Good   2    Bad 
7    Fairly Good   1    Very Bad 
6    Satisfactory   0    Not Executed 
5    Marginal  "Not executed means that practically nothing of the required  
   movement has been performed." - USEF Rule Book 
 
Following the test, the rider's individual  movement scores are added up and a final score is calculated as 
a percentage of the possible score that the rider could achieve for that particular test. The highest per-
centage wins the class. The scores and results of the classes are posted on boards located near the Secre-
tary’s Stand. Dressage scoring is more exacting than you might expect—we rarely see scores into the 
80%s, and a score in the 70%s is very desirable.  Most rides range in the 60%s and many riders are 
happy with a high 50% as they work to continue to develop their skills and their horse’s abilities. This is 
a lifelong sport where age and experience can be a real asset!
